Thursday, 12 September 2024
Delano Day! On the Tennessee Valley Railroad
Departing from Delano, Tennessee at 1:30 PM, returning at 5:00 PM. Enjoy a 50-
mile roundtrip through the beautiful lower Hiwassee River gorge. This 4-hour
round trip takes you to the top of the famous Hiwassee Loop, where the tracks
cross over themselves as they corkscrew up the mountain near Farner, Tennessee.
There are only 6 of these loops in North America and this is the only one East of the
Mississippi River.
e Snacks and souvenirs are available for purchase on the train, including drinks,
chips, candy, t-shirts, caps, and books.
e Trains have enclosed, climate-controlled cars pulled by a diesel locomotive
and restrooms on each car.
e Parking is located at 9406 Hwy 411, Delano, TN 37325 (near the
Hiwassee/Ocoee Scenic River State Park ranger office).
e Please arrive 30 minutes before departure time. Delano, Tennessee, is located
in the Eastern Time Zone (EDT).
If you'd like to incorporate Chattanooga as part of your trip, we can arrange for
a 9:45 AM departure on the 65-minute roundtrip Missionary Ridge Local ride that



travels to the East Chattanooga Depot where the Soule Shop is located and you can
receive a tour of the Soule restoration shop. The trip starts at the Tennessee Valley
Railroad Museum: Robert Murray Soule, Jr, was the founding member and
President of the Tennessee Valley Railroad Museum. Under his tutelage, the
Tennessee Valley Railroad Museum became the largest operating railroad museum
in the Southeast United States.

The Biltmore House is a Chateauesque-style mansion built for George Washington
Vanderbilt II, the youngest son of an American family famous for its wealth,
between 1889 and 1895 and is the largest privately owned house in the United

States, at 178,926 ft2 of floor space and 135,280 ft2 of living area. Still owned by
George’s descendants, it remains one of the most prominent examples of Gilded
Age architecture. George Vanderbilt's guests marveled at the magnificent residence
containing 34 bedrooms, 43 bathrooms, and 65 fireplaces covering four acres of floor
space. Vanderbilt traveled the world to furnish his home: art by Renoir, Whistler, and

Sargent; exquisite 16th-century tapestries; and 24,000 books in seven languages. This
afternoon you can visit more than 60 rooms carefully preserved by Vanderbilt’s
descendants, rooms appearing as they did a century ago.

Lunch will be on your own: enjoy the Stable Café for a full meal, or the Biltmore
Creamery, Biltmore Bake Shop, or the Courtyard Market for a quicker option. If
there is sufficient interest, we can arrange for a wine tasting at the Antler Hill

Winery.

The DeLano Brothers Ship Lanterns

Alocal Duxbury resident contacted the Duxbury Rural & Historical Society about a
pair of ship lanterns she wished to donate. The DR&HS was not interested in these
lanterns and contacted the Delano Kindred to see if we knew any Delano family
members who may be interested in the lanterns. The copper lanterns were
manufactured 110 to 140 years ago by DeLano Brothers Makers at 70 Spear Street
in San Francisco, CA. The lanterns, seen below in the photos, look to be either oil or
candle lanterns which would be mounted on a ship bulkhead. They are missing the
screw-in oil lamps on the lantern bottoms, so if you are interested in using these
lanterns, they would need to be electrified. Or you may certainly use them as
ornaments on a mantel.

Please drop me a note if you are interested and I'll put you in touch with the owner.
[ will say that she is looking for at least $500 for the lanterns, but she is willing to
negotiate around this amount.
